Malawi was received, our
Cathedral put out an SOS to all their
parishioners to bring clothes to help
those who have lost everything.

Shona service. They have family members
who are affected because Cyclone Idai
destroyed most of Chimanimani in the
Eastern Highlands which is the Diocese of
Manicaland where many people were left
homeless and, sadly, some lost their lives.

Parishioners from all the services
responded with a positive attitude
towards the call as they saw there was
need to give and share, in some cases
even the little they have, and bags of
shoes and clothes were collected for the
Chimanimani victims.

Agness Mboto and the churchwarden,
James Tonde Nhererwa, who are in
communication with many Zimbabweans
in Port Elizabeth, also called upon them
to donate towards this aid project. They
organised transport to Chimanimani to
the people who survived the disaster.

The donation from the Cathedral family
will go a long way in consoling many
who were left with nothing. This is a sad
moment for a country which has been so
economically challenged over the past
two decades.

The Zimbabwean family is very
grateful for the love shown towards them
and realises that the Cathedral family
loves them and is concerned with their
predicament back at home.

We ask all the members of the Diocese
to continue to uphold and pray for all
affected so that they will find comfort,
healing and strength from the Lord in this
devastating disaster, and for God to bless
abundantly all those who have helped.

New Anglican Prayer Book

Many Anglicans in other Dioceses of the Anglican
Church of Southern Africa are under the impression
that a nPrayer Book has been published and is available.
A new Prayer Book was called for by the Synod of
Bishops and Provincial Synod a few years ago.
According to the ACSA Liturgical Committee, revising
the APB 1989 is a long process that can take many years
to complete. However, the Liturgical Committee has
produced several supplemental liturgical resources
authorized for experimental, trial use.

This might have created the impression that a new Prayer
Book has been published and is available.

On my recent visits to parishes in the Diocese of False
Bay where these new liturgical resources are used in
the Holy Eucharist, I experienced a new and refreshing
participation of forms of prayers, something I have been
yearning for for years. This new format of prayers does
not, however, change the character of the Eucharistic
Service.

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The Bishop writes ...

Dear Family of God,

This morning —29 March 2019 - we landed
in Istanbul, Turkey, from Cape Town
International Airport. We had left at
18h00 on 28 March and arrived in Turkey
atapproximately 04h30 — one hour ahead
of SA time.

The connecting flight from Istanbul to
Tel Aviv left at 07h45 — a two leg journey
where we were met by our tour guide,
Ghassan Makhalfeh (Gus) who is an
Israeli Christian.

He is infectious as he is generous in
his faith and sharing his knowledge. The
anecdotes he shared were true gems. In
describing how decadent Tel Aviv had
become partly due to the presence of
the Russian Mafia, along with the cities
of Jerusalem (the largest) and Haifa, he
succinctly said the following:

* You go to Haifa (port city) to WORK;
e To Jerusalem to PRAY and
e Tel Aviv to PLAY.

The main stops on our pilgrimage today
were:

¢ Caesarea where the Romans built a
magnificent palace for Herod. Also, the
sight of Paul’s two-year imprisonment
here.

* Mount Carmel — known as God’s
vineyard. It is the site, where He took
on the prophets of Baal and defeated
them. The point of His encounter is
simply this: through God, everything
is possible. Gus put it this way, “If you
have everything but no God, you've got
nothing.” In pointing out the surrounding
valley below Carmel, we were reminded
that it was the bread basket of Israel ie
land flowing with milk and honey. Gus
completed it by stating, “It’s also the land
of tourism and money.”

e Nazareth — our third stop. The biblical
name for this place is “upside down
flower.” Our guide has an interesting take
on this name. It is so—called because it’s
rooted in heaven, but flowers on earth.
This is Jesus” hometown and aptly named.
Interestingly, this city has approximately
70% of its total population as Muslims.
The Jews built another modern residential

area called Nazareth Ilit.

e Church of the Annunciation - This
church was built and rebuilt no less than
six times on the same site. It is one large
building that encompasses the story of
the Angel Gabriel’s visit to Mary — a
prophecy recorded in the book of Isaiah.
Also, itincludes Joseph’s workplace — the
carpenter’s shop. Thereafter, we took a
leisurely drive to Tiberias, via Cana — the
place Jesus performed his first miracle of
changing water into wine. Like Nazareth,
Cana too is mostly Muslim. Finally, we
booked in to our two-night stop hotel,
Restal, that overlooks part of the Sea
of Galilee - a place we sailed on the
following day.

Back to some of our Tour Guide’s random
nuggets:

® “Jesus is the Redeemer. We've divided
Him” (in terms of Denominationalism)

e “The church needs to be under God’s
authority. Here (in Israel) the church is
not in good shape. Pray for us.”

¢ About Cana’s miracle. If the wedding
feast ran out of food, then the women
could’ve done something. But it needed
Jesus to take insipid water and its lack of
colour to give it a sweet smell and taste.
¢ Archaeology (in Israel) is destroying the
